Reading 1 - Review Lesson 2

The aim of this lesson is to review most of the key vocabulary presented in lessons five to eight. It is also meant to be a way of getting students mentally and physically active (pair work, followed by group work as teams), and a ‘fun’ way of reviewing language.

There are three activities and I have suggested approximate times that each should take based on experience using similar activities in previous classes.

· Review 1 – Pair work - Jigsaw reading (35 minutes)

· Review 2 – Group work (combine pairs from Review 1) Crossword (15 minutes)

· Review 3 – Quiz (Snatch) (35 minutes) 

Review 1 – Pair work - Jigsaw reading (HANDOUT BELOW)

· Put students in pairs.

· They take turns reading the paragraph aloud: a good time to help with pronunciation and meaning.

· They complete the questions. 

· Change partners (a student with a different paragraph).

· Read aloud twice as their partners take ‘rough’ notes (don’t allow the students to read too slowly as their partners transcribe what they here!).

· Test their partners by asking the comprehension questions that they have answered with their previous partner.

· Get class feedback.

Review 2 – Group work (combine pairs from Review 1) Crossword (HANDOUT BELOW)

Set a time limit (If activity 1 took a while, you may want to use this at the end of the lesson / as homework.

In teams, Ss answer as many questions they can in the time allotted. 20 pts for each correct answer (10 if there is a minor spelling mistake).

Review 3 – Quiz (Snatch)

Keep the same teams and roll over the scores.

· Draw the ‘framework’ of the quiz (below – minus questions of course) 
· Students work in teams of between 4~6.

· They decide an order for the team members to come to the front and answer the questions.

· The ‘selected’ students come to the front of the class and stand around a desk. One of them chooses a question category and a difficulty level (the more points the more difficult – theoretically).

· The teacher places the appropriate piece of paper (10 pts, 20 pts, 30 pts etc.) in the middle of the desk the students are standing around.

· The first student do snatch the paper answers within 3 seconds: otherwise they forfeit their turn.

· If correct the student takes the points back to their team.
