Level 3 Listening / Speaking: Autumn Semester 2007  

A Suggested Course Outline
Rational:

The Speaking/Listening course has been designed to give a maximum of flexibility to the teacher. Whilst some of the units in the Passages Text book lend themselves to the assessment requirements, others do not. Consequently, teachers can choose which Units, or parts of the units they wish to concentrate on and which to leave out. 

Course Assessment Changes:
1. Listening quizzes. Two or more listening quizzes are required. As with last semester, materials will be made available on the Level 3 shelf. Feel free to use these or to use your own if you prefer.

2. Final Examination. A final Listening Test, worth 20% of the final grade, will be conducted in the first class in January. This test will be made available by the Level 3 Team.

3. Group Discussion Test. This semester there will be only two topics. Moreover, the need to use Passages vocabulary in the test has been removed from the grading criteria. Students can therefore use any vocabulary or expressions they wish to discuss the topics. Some of the Passages units studied in class provide useful language that can be prepared and reviewed. More information about this test will be made available soon.

4. There is one less Speaking Assessment task this semester.

Other changes:

The speaking/listening teacher is not required to teach the Grammar focus sections in Passages. Of course teachers may choose to cover the grammar if they wish.

Please note that in Semester Two, the day of the week you teach will dictate how many classes you must prepare. This will also affect how many classes you have in January.
